Testing Before Use

* This product should be tested before each use. To test this product, first plug it into the mains supply but do plug any devices into this
product. Open the cover protecting the RCD switches at the top of the product. The two flick switches should be in the "on" position
(pushed up) and the power indicator light should be on. Now press the test button (marked with a T) and the flick switch should
immediately move to the off position and the power indicator turn off.

* If this does not happen, then unplug this device from the mains and get a qualified electrician to check the product before using it again.

¢ |f the test was successful then simply push the RCD flick switch back to the "on" position and you should see the power indicator turn
on. You are now ready to use your mobile mains kit.

* The product should be plugged into the site's mains before plugging devices into the sockets.
* Always plug one device in at a time and check that the device is okay before plugging another in.

Maintenance

* When cleaning this product, always clean it when the device is not plugged in. Never clean the product when plugged into the
mains.

e This product should only be maintained by a fully qualified person. Failure to do so could cause damage to the product or yourself.

* Never immerse the product in water. To clean the product, first ensure all the socket covers are closed and then clean with a damp
cloth.

* Ensure the product has fully dried before using it next time as failure to do so could lead to electrocution.

* |If this device gets damaged or hit then it must be checked by a qualified electrician before it can be used again. Even if the product
looks fine it could be damaged internally,

Troubleshooting
* There is a power indicator on this mobile mains kit. If it is not lit up then the device does not have power.

* If the power indicator is lit up, but no device are working when plugged into this mobile mains kit then check that the RCD has not
tripped. The RCD should be in the up position. If not then unplug the device, unplug the mobile mains kit, push the RCD to the up
position and try again.
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
