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Cleaning and Maintenance (cont.)

CAUTION: Please unplug the Tumble Dryer by the power cord prior to any cleaning or
maintenance.

To prolong the service life of your Tumble Dryer, keep it in good condition and clean the filters regularly.

Cleaning the Lint Filter
The Lint Filter must be in place whenever the Tumble Dryer is in operation. We recommend you clean the Lint
Filter before each use.

1. To remove the Lint Filter insert your fingers into the four holes that surround the Exhaust Vent Shroud and
pull out the Filter Assembly. The Filter Assembly consists of three parts: the Exhaust Vent Shroud, the Lint
Filter and the Exhaust Filter, as illustrated below (Fig.14).

2. Separate the three parts (Exhaust Vent Shroud, Lint Filter and Exhaust Filter) and use a soft brush or
vacuum cleaner, to carefully clean any lint off the Lint Filter and Exhaust Filter, as illustrated below (Fig.15).

CAUTION: Take care not to damage the filters.

3. Atter cleaning the Lint Filter, you must re-assemble the parts in the correct sequence ( Lint Filter -
Exhaust Filter - Exhaust Vent Shroud), aligning the recesses in the centre with the projection in the centre
of the Tumble Dryer Drum. Make sure that the Filter Assembly is firmly inserted (Fig.16).

NOTE: The Filter fixed on the rear of the Tumble Dryer Drum should also be carefully cleaned with
a soft brush or vacuum.
